Statewide vs. other locations. 
 
Significant Changes in Results to be Delivered in FY2017 

OIT expects several significant changes and/or items that will have an impact in FY2017. 
 
UA is actively engaged in strategic planning efforts; “Shaping Alaska’s Future.” OIT, as well as other technology 
leaders and stakeholders within the UA system (and external to the UA system), will actively participate in the efforts 
to reshape and align the future strategies of the university with new and existing resources.  OIT expects to facilitate 
change and support the outcomes that result from this statewide effort. 
 
OIT is currently undergoing a transformation to a more responsive, service-focused organization. OIT has defined five 
key results: improve customer satisfaction, reduce the cost of operation, reduce problem calls, reduce technology 
diverted to other organizations and improve student enrollment and completion. OIT culture includes building trust, 
innovating, reaching out, prioritizing work and collaboration. OIT will continue to focus on these areas in FY2017. 
 
OIT will continue to review processes used for IT governance at UA. 
 
OIT expects to play a significant role in the SW Administration Transformation project. 
 
OIT will continue to work to provide a level of service to campuses that instills confidence that it can provide modern, 
responsive, innovative solutions and customer service. 
 
OIT continues to work with IT governance and UA system and campus leadership groups to develop and facilitate the 
implementation of automated processes, within constrained resources. The university is engaged in research, student 
advising, distance education, tuition waiver processes for reimbursement, facilities workflow management, human 
resources processing, records retention, travel, and other automation efforts to improve service and access, contain 
costs, and better utilize resources.  A key to success in these efforts is the alignment between technology and the 
university's programmatic and administrative goals. 
 
Physical space capacity, adequate power backup, and management of environmental conditions (such as cooling) will 
continue to be an issue to watch closely. Of significant challenge are necessary future improvements to the Butrovich 
Computing Facility (BCF) physical space, which will soon require electrical, cooling, and backup power upgrades. OIT 
commissioned a study of the data center utilization, capacity and growth trajectory and will use this study to guide 
future decision making. 
 
To address UA system wide disaster recovery and backup needs, OIT is outfitting a backup Data Center space in 
Hillsboro, Oregon. Donated by Alaska Communication Systems, Inc. (ACS) in FY2010, this space and connectivity to 
an environmentally controlled Hillsboro facility is valued at $6.8M over 5 years. The ACS Disaster Recovery Gift 
provides an out-of-State data backup and future business continuity solution for UA to continue mission critical 
operation of enterprise systems, in the event of catastrophic loss of in-State data center facilities. To date, enterprise

Contribution to Department's Mission 

Small Business Development Center (SBDC) programs have provided a direct link between UAA and businesses, 
entrepreneurs, and leaders throughout Alaska since 1986. This direct link and the successful results of the SBDC are 
tangible evidence of UAA’s impact within the Public Square. The Alaska SBDC contributes directly to UAA's 2017 
strategic plan in its collaborative efforts with both public and private sector partners to form productive partnerships 
with public entities and private industries and to enhance Alaska’s communities and economic growth. 
 
The SBDC network serves the needs of Alaska's business community and nascent entrepreneurs by providing free 
and confidential business advising, workshops, computer labs, and business resource libraries. In addition, the SBDC 
network is comprised of three partner programs: Buy Alaska, the Procurement Technical Assistance Center (PTAC), 
and the Technology Research and Development Center (TREND). These programs assist the Alaska SBDC network 
in its mission to meet Alaska's businesses at any level of development and assist them in finding pathways to 
sustainable growth. 
 
Core Services 

�x Coordinate all available resources from both the public and private sectors to strengthen the small business 
community; 

�x Encourage in-state purchases of goods and services through a multi-media public awareness campaign (BUY 
ALASKA) and by assisting Alaskan businesses, government entities and consumers in finding competitive, local 
sources for goods and services previously purchased outside Alaska. The BUY-ALASKA program provides direct 
assistance through the BUYER-SELLER network which matches Alaska’s buyers with sellers statewide, and 
provides free in-state sourcing for buyers and sales referrals to suppliers. 

�x Provide one-on-one counseling, informational seminars, resource referral, and affiliate programs. 
 
Major Component Accomplishments in 2015 

Thanks in large part to its ongoing participation in the Malcolm Baldrige performance excellence program, the Alaska 
Small Business Development Center (SBDC) saw all-time highs in all six of its key performance criteria in 2015. Most 
notably the organization provided 5,467 hours of technical assistance to 832 businesses that created 305 new jobs 
and accessed $12.9 million in capital infusion. The SBDC also helped 102 Alaskans launch a new business.

Due in large part to ongoing support from the State of Alaska, the SBDC and PTAC had very solid performance in 
FY2015. The organizations continue their focus on high impact clients and finding key sectors in Alaska where growth 
is likely to occur. 
 
While the organizations are mandated to provide statewide access to all Alaskans, this becomes increasingly 
challenging as budgets shrink. As a result, the SBDC has been forced to focus solely on “high impact” clients to 
achieve the performance metrics required by their federal funders. 
 
At the same time, the future success of Alaska will rely in part on its university system actively boosting innovation 
and retaining and expanding businesses across all industry sectors. As a university-based program, SBDC alignment 
with the UA system includes: faculty engagement with industry, increased student access to internships and applied 
learning opportunities within industry, business professionals gaining a competitive advantage due to high level 
trainings, seminars, and certification courses. 
 
While the SBDC has been able to obtain significant administrative efficiencies in budgets due in part to its affiliation 
under the Business Enterprise Institute, the reality is that further reductions will be harmful to the SBDC, to the UA 
system’s ability to offer faculty and students broader engagement with industry and quite frankly to the State of 
Alaska’s efforts to improve revenues via business expansion and development. Now is the time to be investing in the 
Alaska SBDC system. 
 
Significant Changes in Results to be Delivered in FY2017 

Since the SBDC and PTAC match their general fund budget dollar-for-dollar with federal grants through the U.S. 
Small Business Administration and the Defense Logistics Agency, respectively, a 4.5% reduction in general fund to 
the SBDC in FY2017 will result in an equivalent loss of federal funding to the organizations, for an equivalent budget

One new online Master’s program will be offered, the Master’s of Security and Disaster Management in the School of 
Management. 
Cooperative Extension will be working with the Georgeson Botanical Garden within the new School of Natural 
Resources and Extension to improve outreach at that facility.

Significant Changes in Results to be Delivered in FY2017 

The budget pressures in FY2015 and FY2016 combined with anticipated reductions in FY2017 have resulted in the 
most significant budget reductions UAS has experienced in decades. In response, UAS has sought to preserve the 
quality of academic programs by focusing on reducing administrative costs, debt services, and energy consumption 
while also consolidating space and implementing other efficiency measures. Even with these measures, UAS has had 
to make difficult choices, including the elimination of multiple degree programs through the process of program 
review, and the ever increasing financial pressures have resulted in greater-than-planned increases to tuition. 
 
Factoring in the impact of the FY2017 budget, UAS anticipates an overall workforce reduction of at least 10%, and 
many other positions continue with reduced contracts or are subject to furloughs. Travel and other non-personnel 
services budgets have been significantly reduced. Support services have been closed or reduced, especially during 
the summer months. 
 
The impacts of these budget pressures may vary for an individual campus. The Sitka Campus will continue to develop 
their blending learning opportunities for their e-Learning course and program offerings.
